Vice President Role and Responsibilities


The Vice President runs general meetings and board meetings when the club president is unavailable and support overall club activities when required. The Club Vice President also serves as Membership Chairperson.
Vice President Responsibilities:

· Supports Club President – runs meetings when necessary and serves as a back-up to president and other club leaders whenever needed.

· Membership Chairperson 
· Maintains a list of active club members and their contact information to used by the secretary for attendance, the treasurer for tracking dues, the club communications chairperson, and project committee chairs.
· Devise ways to attract new members and work with other club leaders to monitor the overall “morale” of the club.

· Introduce guests and prospective members at each general meeting (or ask if there are any new members and ask them to introduce themselves).

· Possibly organize short activities and team building exercises during general meetings that involve everyone, keep members interested and are “fun.”

· Coordinate the “end of the year” party for all members.

Note: Often times when someone runs for Vice President, it is their intention to run for Club President the following year. This role can make you very visible to the general membership and is an excellent way to show the club what you can do. It is not a “guarantee” that the Vice President becomes President.
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
